Specifications:    
Section I – Response to Prescribed Text (30%) 
Part A (20%) - You will read TWO extracts that you have studied from the prescribed text and respond in 
English to questions phrased in English. You will be required to analyse and evaluate aspects of the 
prescribed text and to demonstrate your knowledge and understanding of: language features; the social, 
political and/or literary context; how meaning is conveyed; how the prescribed text relates to the 
Prescribed Issues. 
Part B (10%) - You will read one excerpt from an extract that you have studied from the prescribed text. 
You will be required to write approximately 200 words in FRENCH in response to ONE question phrased in 
FRENCH and in ENGLISH. 
 
Section II - Writing in French (10%) 
You will be given TWO questions and are required to answer ONE of the questions. The questions will 
relate to the Prescribed Issues in your course. The questions will be phrased in FRENCH and in English and 
will require a response of approximately 300 words in FRENCH.
