Section I: Listening – 15% 

To access the supervised task, click on the Assessment block in your Canvas course. This is a 
timed task, and you will have 20 minutes and only ONE attempt to complete the task. Do not 
attempt the task unless you are supervised and have the required time to complete it. If you 
experience any difficulties, contact your NSW School of Languages teacher immediately. 
 
You should not have access to any course materials or any other browser tabs, computer 
programs, or other electronic devices. A failure to comply will result in a mark over zero being 
recorded. You may have a spare blank piece of paper with you to take notes during the listening. 
This paper will not be collected or marked. 
 
You will hear THREE texts based on the topics above. Each text will be played twice. You will be 
required to respond to the questions in English or in Chinese as specified. For questions requiring 
a response in English, you will type your answer directly into Canvas. For questions requiring a 
response in Chinese, you will write your responses by hand on the assessment paper provided. 
 
Section II: Speaking – 15%  

You will look at two stimulus texts with questions provided. Identify the issues indicated in the 
texts and research them. You may use online resources, magazines, books etc. The instructions 
will be available on Canvas one week prior to the week of the task. 

On the Assessment Day, you will have an approximately 5 minutes interview / discussion with a 
teacher in relation to the issues reflected in the texts.   

The task will take place during your scheduled speaking lesson in the assessment week. The task 
will be recorded.
