Specifications:  
Access the supervised task in Canvas. This is a timed task, and you will have one hour and only ONE 
attempt to complete the task. Do not attempt the task unless you are supervised and have the required 
time to complete it.

Students should ensure their devices are fully charged. You should not have access to any course 
materials or any other tabs, computer programs, or other electronic devices. A failure to comply will 
result in a mark over zero being recorded. 
 
Section I: Reading – 15% 

You will read TWO texts based on the topics above. You will answer all questions in Canvas. 
You will be required to respond in English to questions phrased in English. 
You will also be required to respond in PORTUGUESE to questions phrased in English and in 
PORTUGUESE. 
 
Section II: Writing – 15%  
You will answer ONE question phrased in English and in Portuguese. You will be required to respond to 
the question by writing approximately 120 words in PORTUGUESE.  

You will view the question online in Canvas but complete this question in the writing booklet provided by 
your supervisor. Alternatively, you will be able to download and print the writing booklet from Canvas 
two weeks prior to the task. Discuss this with your supervisor. 

 
At the end of the assessment, you must submit your work in Canvas. The task will be open for one hour 
and you will have a single attempt at the task. You must hand your Writing response to your supervisor 
who will scan and email your submission.
